Each panel comes with 12 individual breakouts to solder up and assemble to
your favorite breadboard, perf-board, etc. It's a ton easier than trying to get a



drink order in at the club in Bushwick, you get an easy way to get started on a
DIY synth project!

Please note, each order comes with one sheet of assembled PCBs that can be
broken apart - we include top and bottom railing bits to help keep it nice and
flat during shipment.

Does not include headers which you'll need if you're going to plug these into a
breadboard.
